March 17th Meeting Information:  The meeting was called to order by President Holly Porter. 
Win Seegmiller led the singing of “America the Beautiful”. The Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag 
was led by Ken Englehart and Shelly Dansie led the affirmation of Rotary’s Four Way Test of the 
Things We Think, Say or Do.  Prayer was offered by Brad Webb. 
 
Neal Smith and Terry Keyes, members of the Chamber of Commerce’s Shop Local Committee, 
shared some details of the Shop Local Campaign.   The goal of the campaign is to encourage 
residents to support local businesses.   According to Terry, Cedar City has about $20 million that 
goes to St. George each year.   This represents $1.2 million in tax revenues.   Terry also said that 
the Shop Local Campaign has enough funding for about 90 days and must have the support of 
local businesses in order to continue beyond the 90 days.   Businesses are being asked to contrib-
ute $50 each which will be used for radio and print media advertising. 
 
Sarah Holmes Recognized as a Paul Harris Fellow:   Wayne Clark and President Holly Porter 
recognized Sarah Holmes as a Paul Harris Fellow.   Sarah, a Zions Bank manager, transferred in 
October, and has been missed by fellow-Cedar City Rotarians.    She also brought her beautiful two
-month old son, Porter, to his first Rotary meeting today.     
 
Wayne spoke about the Mission and history of The Rotary Foundation.   The Mission of The Rotary 
Foundation is to enable Rotarians to advance world understanding, goodwill, and peace through 
the improvement of health, the support of education, and the alleviation of poverty.  Begun in 1917, 
the Rotary Endowment was renamed The Rotary Foundation in 1928.   When Rotary founder Paul 
Harris passed in 1957, the trustees decided to honor him by recognizing $1,000 donors to The Ro-
tary Foundation as Paul Harris Fellows.  To date, over one million individuals have been recog-
nized as Paul Harris Fellows.   Today, Sarah Holmes was recognized and presented a Paul Harris 
Fellow Certificate and Medallion by Wayne Clark and a pin by President Holly Porter.   Sarah’s 
support of The Rotary Foundation, along with worldwide involvement, ensures its future as it works 
for international understanding and world peace.  
 
Second Reading:  President Holly Porter did a Second Reading for potential members Chris 

McCourt and Doug Larson.  Chris McCourt is the manager of Alton Coal Development, LLC and 
is being proposed by Frank Nichols.   Doug Larson, an attorney, is the Executive Director of 
the Michael O. Leavitt Center for Politics in Society and is being proposed by Scott Jolley.

Happy Dollars:   Sergeant-at-Arms Norm Meltzer kicked off the Happy Dollars 
giving because he is happy to have good friends, including his wife Karen who 
joined us today.  Sarah Holmes had Happy Dollars because she was able to be 
here today.   Dave Osborn was happy to be Irish on this St. Patrick’s Day.   
Betty Jones was happy to be back following a two-week trip to California where 
she and husband Jerry celebrated her mother’s 90th birthday.   Glade Hamilton 
had Happy Dollars in celebration of SUU’s Men’s Basketball’s win at the Summit 
League Tournament and that Utah, Utah State and BYU are in the “March Mad-
ness” Tournament.   Tina Hahn, Cedar City Postmaster, had Happy Dollars be-
cause the issues at the post office that have kept her away from Rotary the past 
four weeks have been resolved.   Mike Benson had $20 million reasons for be-
ing happy - The Utah Legislature approved the funding for the SUU Science 
Building which, added to the $3 million committed by 1951 alumnus Walter Max-
well Gibson and $.5 million federal funding, means the 42,000-square-foot facility 
will be ready for use by November 2011. 
 
March 17th Program:  Betty Jones hosted today’s program which was both 
entertaining and educational.  Betty introduced Alan Gudmundson, who served 
as emcee and spokesperson for The Scarlet and Black Bagpipe Band.   The 
Scarlet and Black began playing in the hallway and marched in.    Alan intro-
duced the group (five of the eleven members) which included Pipe Major Bruce 
Barclay, Pipers Elizabeth Gudmundson, Nick Whalen, Joseph Gudmund-
son, and Linda Thompson (Steve’s wife).   Alan said that the rest of the group 
was on Spring Break. 
 
The Scarlet and Black played three songs that are typically played in parades.  
They also played “Amazing Grace” which is usually played at funerals, especially 
for fallen warriors.   Joseph, son of Alan and Elizabeth Gudmundson, played “O 
Danny Boy” on the Penny Whistle.  Alan shared a bit of the history of the bag-
pipe.   He said that the bagpipe is so old that its origins have been lost; however, 
there are depictions of it on the pyramids of Egypt.  Though usually associated 
with Scotland, the bagpipe is also part of Irish tradition.   The bagpipe was an 
instrument of war and would both lead the soldiers into battle and strike fear in 
the hearts of the enemy.   Alan said that when the Scots were overtaken by the 
British, the bagpipe was banned.   He said that people believe that many castles 
in Scotland are haunted because the bagpipes traditionally helped souls pass 
over and the ban left many souls earth-bound. 
 
Pipe Major Bruce Barclay asked Michael Benson to come forward and help him 
demonstrate the complexity of the bagpipe.   Michael provided the air supply 
while Bruce played the drones and chanter.     According to Alan,  it takes sev-
eral years to perfect the skills needed to play.  It was an honor to have The Scar-
let and Black Bagpipe Band share their talents and knowledge with us. 
 
Founded in 1984 by SUU Professor and Music Department Chair C. David Ny-
man, who modeled after the Cold Steam Guard Band, which is the Queen’s 
Band at Buckingham Palace, The Scarlet and Black was recently reorganized by 
the Alan and Elizabeth Gudmundson and Bruce Barclay.   Bruce is the original 
Pipe Major of The Scarlet and Black Bagpipe Band and is the son of David Bar-
clay.   The Scarlet and Black Bagpipe Band performs and competes locally and 
nationally and can be booked for events by going online:
